Activity: Peer Pressure Role-Plays

Directions:  Each small group will receive one of the peer pressure situations outlined below.  Groups should prepare a skit to illustrate the peer pressure situation and their resolution to the difficult situation.  The audience will evaluate each skit using the table on the last page.  

Role-Play situations:
Situation #1:  The Party
Characters:
Katrina - a nice girl who is new to the school and likes a cool boy.  She wants to be popular
Mick - the cool boy that Katrina likes
Other cool kids
Setting:  
an end of the school year party
Action:
-  Mick and other kids are gathered in a huddle at a party.  They are watching a funny video on someone's phone.
-  Katrina walks into the party
-  A few in the group turn and briefly look at her and then at Mick.  They don't acknowledge her and turn back to the video
-  Mick smiles at her and then gives his attention back to the video and the group
-  Katrina approaches the group, but they don't turn to include her.  She gets very sad.
Resolution:  ?


Situation #2:  The Math Test
Characters:  
Pete - a kid who didn't study for a math test
Other students - friends of Pete, who did not study, but have a "cheat sheet"
Mr./Ms. Ramos - the math teacher
Setting:  a middle school classroom
Action:
- Pete comes into the classroom and hears the teacher say there's a math test
-  Pete mutters something about his mom's reaction to another failed math test
-  Friends overhear Pete and tell him not to worry.  They have a "cheat sheet"
-  Pete hesitates and expresses concern about cheating and getting caught
-  Friends give various reasons why it's fine
Resolution:  ?










Situation #3:  The Substitute Teacher
Characters:
Brianna - a polite and respectful middle school student
Other less respectful and somewhat rowdy students
Mr./Ms. Morgan - substitute teacher
Setting:  a middle school classroom
Action:
-  Brianna enters the class, greets the substitute, sits down, and prepares to work
-  Other students enter, notice the substitute, and start spreading the word that there's a sub
-  The bell rings and other students continue to stand and talk, etc.
-  The substitute asks each of the other students to take their seats and quiet down for the morning instructions
-  Brianna remains seated quietly while other students continue laughing, messing around, and throwing paper wads,  some directed at Brianna
-  Brianna ignores the disruption
-  One student calls Brianna a chicken and adds noises.  Then others make comments to her about her being a teacher's pet
Resolution:  ?







Situation #4:  The Park
Characters:
Billy - best friends with Johnny
Johnny - best friends with Billy
Other kids - Kids hanging out at the park who do not know Billy or Johnny
Setting:  Public park
Action:
- Bill and Johnny are walking home from school and decide to go to the park 
-  Once at the park, they meet a bunch of other kids that are hanging out
-  Suddenly, someone pulls out a pack of cigarettes.  Everyone, including Johnny, start smoking.
-  Billy says, "no thanks", but everyone starts pressuring him to take one

Situation #5:  The Parking Lot
Characters:
Nicky - good student getting ready to walk home with friends
Other friends
Setting:  School faculty parking lot
Action:  
-  Nicky meets up with her friends at their locker and start leaving campus
-  As they are walking through the faculty parking lot, they notice the car of the Dean
-  One of the friends says that the Dean took her cell phone and hates him
-  Another friend asks Nicky to stand watch while the others take out keys and prepare to "key" the Dean's car

Situation #6:  The Cruel Joke
Characters:
 Javier - shy, quiet student that keeps to himself at school
Jason - popular student with poor grades.  class clown
other friends of Jason
Setting:  Middle school hallway
Action:
-  Jason is hanging out with friends in the hall telling jokes and making his friends laugh.
-  They see Javier walk by and laugh to themselves because they think he looks like a loser
-  Jason tells his friends that they should all have some fun and play a cruel practical joke on Javier
-  During the next class, Jason passes a note to his friends detailing his plan
Resolution:  ?












Situation #7:  Best Friends
Characters:
Lisa - quiet, shy student who has been best friends with Janet since 1st grade
Janet - shy, quiet student who doesn't have many friends other than Lisa
Other cool kids at school
Setting:  Middle school hallway
Action:
-  Lisa and Janet are walking down the hall talking about what they plan to do for the weekend
-  A group of cool students approach Lisa and tell her that she should hang out with them over the weekend at a party.  They say that they like her, but her friend Janet is a loser and is not invited
Resolution:  ?













Situation #8:  End of the Party
Characters:
Michael - popular kid with many friends
Steven - popular kid who has been drinking beer all night
Other friends of Michael and Steven who went to the party together
Setting:  High school party at a friend's house whose parents are out of town
Action:
-  Michael, Steven, and other friends are dancing and partying at a friend's house
-  Throughout the night, everyone is drinking alcohol and playing drinking games
-  Steven has been slurring his speech and stumbling around.
-  Someone yells that the cops are on the way and everyone scrambles to leave
-  Steven opens his car and the friends all jump in.  Michael is hesitant to get into the car, but everyone yells to hurry up and "it's no big deal."
Resolution:  ?










Situation #9:  Money-less Shopping
Characters:
Vanessa – new student who has become friends with Leslie and Raul
Leslie & Raul – popular couple 
Store security guard or store employee
Setting:  Party City and later Wal-Mart
Action:  
-  Vanessa, Leslie, and Raul go into Party City.  Leslie and Raul take various items and stuff them into their pockets/backpack.  They then leave the store without getting caught.  
-  They them go to the Wal-Mart next door where Leslie and Raul again start taking items and putting them in pockets/backpack.
-  With no room to hide any other items, Leslie and Raul pressure Vanessa to hide some items in her backpack
