Egg-stronaut Egg Drop

Introduction:  After watching Apollo 13, you and your friends are inspired to travel to the moon.  NASA has graciously donated a rocket for your use, but you need to provide your own command module.  You and your friends work diligently for several months to build your command module, which you name “Homer 1”.  Your launch day is a success as you and your friends make it into space and later the moon.  You celebrate your success by carving your name on numerous moon rocks and doing several back flips.  After a couple days, you prepare for your return trip back to earth.  “DOH!!!!” you yell as you realize that you and your semi-intelligent friends forgot to load the parachute into the module…………..  

Materials:

-  Egg = you and your friends

-  2 L bottle/milk carton/shoe box = frame of command module

-  other materials that YOU bring (rubber bands, cotton balls, tissue, toilet 
    paper, string, socks, etc.) = other parts of the command module

Assignment:

Make a container that will allow your egg to survive a 5 foot and 10 foot drop.

Rules:

1) The maximum size of the vehicle is 8 inches per side

-  All containers will be measured prior to testing

2) No liquids can be used

3) No gases

4) No explosives

5) No glass or ceramic materials

6) No flames

7) Nothing living or dead

8) No parachutes 

Scoring:

1) Draw a sketch of what you plan to build (10 pts)

2) Write a list of materials (10 pts)

3) Build a command module (20 pts)

4) Egg survives a 5 foot drop (20 pts)

5) Egg survives a 10 foot drop (10 EC pts)
